Our medical mission team in Manila has already terminated their missions as the disaster response is now focused on reconstruction.  The last day of the mission was a distribution of Doxycycline to combat leptospirosis. Dr. Cagape is now back in Gensan, and has resumed his medical missions in Sarangani.  Magali and Company are still in Manila.  They finished the inventory yesterday and packed a few medicines that could be useful for the patients who regularly come to the office. But I instructed them to leave the rest of the medicines in the priory for the moment as the doctors in OLVC can still do a mission if the need arises. Jerwin is in Benguet now visiting a patient who pleaded for help from ACIM-Asia, whose place is still isolated due to the landslides.  He says there are still evacuees in the evacuation centers there, and where he is, there is a medical mission by St. Luke's Medical Center, which he thinks is running low on medicine supplies.  We will wait for his update, to see if we can help with the medicines there.

 

Yesterday, Magali, Perrine, and Blandine delivered the boxes of surgical supplies to Sr. Eva at her hospital in Paranaque, as you had instructed last August.  They are going to Subic to have some relaxation on the invitation of Dr. Lee.  By weekend they will be visiting Bohol on the invitation of two Apostles of Mary who are going home for the All Souls' Day to visit the cemeteries and pray for their departed relatives.  Then, on coming back to Gensan, they will pass by Cebu, where they will retrieve the boxes of incontinent pads and deliver them to the Home for the Destitute Dying, so that we will not have to ship them to Gensan anymore.  Afterwards, they will visit the religious community that wrote a letter to our office, begging for assistance as their project got burned.  It was a home for the prostituted women and their children, where they were given livelihood training and spiritual formation.  I received the letter last October 2, while we were focused on the typhoon relief operations.  Below is the content of the letter:

         Mary Queen of Heaven Missionaries is a Religious Institute that works untiringly for the evangelization and salvation of the victims of prostitution.  The Sisters personally visit them in the bars / brothels and offer them God's perfect love.  We established the "Home of Love" rehabilitation and livelihood training center for the prostituted women and children.  The center is located in Bagasawe, Tuburan, Cebu.  It provides all the basic needs, educational assistance, livelihood training, psychological therapy, medical assistance, and spiritual formation.  Those who are willing to embrace God's call for conversion and decent living, we shelter them in the Home of Love, providing all the above mentioned services for free.

 

         On April 8, 2007, the MQHM Community through its Tertiary Community counter measure for the prevention of prostitution among the children of poor families in the rural mountain areas who often fall victims of human trafficking for the number one cause of prostitution is poverty.  We have our pilot project in the three big barangays of Tumalong, Canang, and Can-ukban, Oslob, Cebu, where the beneficiaries are given food and educational assistance and monthly spiritual formation.  Around 700 elementary pupils have been given complete educational supplies for the whole year and taught Catechism.  High school scholars are given free tuition fees, transportation allowance, lodging fee, complete school uniforms and complete school supplies vis-a-vis the livelihood program of their mothers.  

 

         Meanwhile, we are sad to inform you that the big building that housed the administrative office, Livelihood Center, dormitory and refectory for the women victims and their children persihed in fire last July 9, 2009 at 2 o'clock dawn due to electrical short circuit.  Thanks be to God, the Sisters and the women and their children were secured, but all their belongings, together with all the equipment and supplies were all burned.  But the picture of Our Lady of Guadalupe which is made of ordinary paper was miraculously spared.  Its fiber glass frame was all burned, but the picture pasted on plywood was preserved.  Its adjacent frame all turned to ashes.  The Queen of Heaven is indeed the "hope" of the lost sheep to lead them to the Good Shepherd.  Praised by Jesus and Mary now and forever!

 

         Our community wishes to seek aid in cash or in kind from your good office to help rebuild the said building for the rescued women and children who are temporarily sent home until the construction of the shelter is done.  We hope and pray for your loving concern and generous support.  May God through the Queen of Heaven bless you a hundredfold in this life and in the next!
